INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

a) Choose the best location:
1) Center of U-bolt pad
2) Immediate Rear of U-bolt pad
b) Assemble frame bracket by welding
items #1 & #2 together keeping in mind
the following:
1) Plate #2 should be positioned
under bracket #1 to allow the Aeon
spring to rest directly over the leaf
spring
2) Bracket #1 will be bolted to the
frame using existing holes where
possible to ensure that the distance
from the bottom of plate #2 to the top
of leaf spring is 6-3/4 inches. Adjust
accordingly with the use of spacers.
(Diagram A)
c) With vehicle unloaded, mount bracket to
frame using at least three 2" Gr.8 bolts.
d) Raise vehicle to install remainder of
Timbren assembly.
e) Lower vehicle.

NOTES:
Countersunk bolt #3 will need to be tack
welded into place prior to welding items
#1 & #2.
If necessary, drill to enlarge holes in
frame to 9/16" diameter.

SAFETY CAUTIONS
Always refer to and follow the vehicle
manufacturer's guidelines when welding
or drilling during installation of this kit.

Do not exceed vehicle manufacturer’s recom-
mended axle weight rating. Check for AEON®
interference with vehicle components - Under
load AEON® will “expand” in diameter.

b) Assembler le support du cadre en
soudant les articles nos1 et 2 ensemble
en notant bien les éléments suivants :

1) la plaque no 2 doit étre placée
sous le support no1 pour permettre
au ressort Aeon de reposer
directement sur le ressort a lames;

2) le support no1 sera fixé a l'aide de
boulons au cadre en utilisant les trous
existants, lorsque possible, pour
s’assurer que la distance entre la
partie inférieure de la plaque no 2 et
la partie supérieure du ressort a
lames est de 6-3/4 po. Ajuster en
conséquence a l'aide d’entretoises
(voir le schéma A).

c) Monter le support sur le cadre a l'aide
d’au moins trois boulons de %z po Gr.8
pour les véhicules a vide.

d) Soulever le véhicule pour y installer le
reste de 'assemblage Timbren.

e) Redescendre le véhicule.

Souder par points le boulon a téte
fraisée no 3 en place avant de
procéder a la soudure des articles nos
1et2.
Percer pour élargir les trous dans le
cadre, si nécessaire, pour qu’ils aient
9/16 po de diameétre.

For Light Duty Pickups & Vans

Rear SES kits should have approximately 1" gap between rubber
spring and axle for 1/2 and 3/4 tons, and for oneton the gap should be
about 1/2" when the vehicle is completely unloaded. A cap or fifth
wheel plate will reduce or eliminate this gap.

Front SES kits are usually in contact with the front suspension
at alltimes.

For Medium Duty & Heavy Duty
Trucks, Trailers, Motor Homes, and more

Medium & Heavy Duty vehicles often have pre-load as outlined in the
instruction sheet. (For specific Medium Duty applications with a

constant load on the suspension like Rvs, Utility Vans or Cube Vans,
the Timbren SESKits are pre-loaded.)

Knowing the use of the vehicle will help you to select the right SES kit.
For example a one ton truck can be configured as a pick-up, service
vehicle ortowtruck. Standard capacity or severe service applications
are available for many applications.

Knowing that the suspension has been modified or is old and
sagging should indicate the need to adjust the ride height to obtain
the correct clearance.

This can be done by altering the SES kit (changing rubber spring
or bracket) or re-arching the leaf springs to renew the optimum
OEMrideheight.
